Traffic Overview:  exciting times are ahead as louisville 
gears up for the pga championship at valhalla golf club! 
as your local community resource, we want to ensure 
residents are well-informed and prepared for any potential 
traffic impacts during this event.

• Starting the week of April 29, motorists will see signage 
being installed along Shelbyville road (u.S. 60) alerting 
residents of increased traffic. Motorists can expect a 
continual increase in traffic through May 12 as preparations 
for the tournament begin.

• Beginning Monday, May 13, Shelbyville Road will have 
lane restrictions and speed limit reductions from i-265 to 
eastwood cutoff road. these temporary lane restrictions 
and speed limit reductions will remain in place through 
Sunday, May 19.

While these changes may cause some inconvenience, rest 
assured the priority is your safety. We advise exploring 
alternate routes to avoid delays. however, if you must 
use Shelbyville road, please stay vigilant for temporary 
signage, traffic changes, and anticipate delays. lMpd and 
kytc have been working diligently to make changes in 
anticipation of increased traffic on Shelbyville road.

there will be no public parking, drop-offs, or walk-ins at 
or around valhalla golf club. residents and guests will 
not be allowed to walk from their homes to the pga 
championship.

"Branching out"
from the tree committee

 
it’s that time when our focus is outdoors.  here are some 
reminders about tree/Shrub planting and Maintenance 
Standards in douglass hills:
 
the city shall have the right to plant, trim, prune, 
maintain and remove trees, plants and shrubs within the 
right-of-way of all streets and public right-of-way, as may 
be necessary for public safety or to preserve or enhance 
the symmetry and beauty of such public ground. the 
city will assess damage, perform, and pay for the partial 
removal of any tree, within the right-of-way, that due to 
a storm event, or other natural condition, was damaged 
so as to block a public roadway or sidewalk. no person 
shall be allowed to prune, top, or remove a tree in the 
public right-of-way without the advice and consent of 
the tree board and/or the city tree consultant.  the 
tree board can be consulted in order to establish the 
best planting distances and clearances from fire plugs, 
utilities, sidewalks and other obstructions knowing 
that the preferred distance is about 15 feet from said 
obstructions. 
 
on the other hand, property owners are responsible 
for private property trees/shrubs and the removing 
or trimming of any tree or shrub that extends over, or 
obstructs any street, sidewalk, city sign or right-of-way. 
property owners are also responsible for removing or 
trimming any diseased, dead or dying tree or shrub limb; 
which if it falls, could obstruct the right-of-way, endanger 
life or limb, or impact utilities. if a hazardous condition 
is identified, the city can consult an arbor specialist 
to determine whether any tree or shrub meets these 
hazardous criteria and issue instructions for pruning or 
removal; with said pruning or removal to occur within 
30 days of said notice. private property tree costs shall be 
borne by the homeowner.
 
When a resident chooses to remove a tree on private 
property, the city of douglass hills encourages each 
resident to add at least one new tree as a replacement 
in order to keep the city’s tree canopy intact. a nursery 
grade tree (or better) is the encouraged replacement.  
an intact tree canopy ensures long term sustainability by 
providing stormwater interception, soil conservation, air 
quality improvement, and temperature management for 
homes and outdoor activities.

For the 2024 pool season ALL Pass purchasers (Both Season Pass and Daily Pass) must purchase an access 
pass from Douglass Hills City Hall prior to arriving at the pool. Douglass Hills will be using Memberment 
software to administer pool access for ALL pool patrons. Season Pass administration in Memberment will remain 
unchanged from last season.  To ensure compliance with health department guidelines, all pool patrons will be 
required to submit minimum contact information de�ined as name, address, birthdate, phone#, and emergency 
contact & phone#.  Daily Pass purchasers must make initial purchase in person at Douglass Hills City Hall to 
capture photo and establish a Memberment account. Memberment accounts can purchase an unlimited number of 
daily passes; however, an account member with photo on �ile must be present to redeem passes at the pool gate. 
The Memberment account holder is responsible for the behavior of All Guest patrons admitted under their account. 
Failure to comply with posted pool rules may result in the exclusion of patrons from purchasing or using additional 
passes without refund.  Once Memberment account is established, additional daily passes may be purchased in 
person or by calling Douglass Hills City Hall.  Daily Pass sales can be made during regular business hours.  
Additional purchase times outside of regular business hours will be made available and communicated on 
Facebook or city’s website noted above.

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CITY OF DOUGLASS HILLS - Ordinance 1, Series 2001

AN ORDINANCE CREATING REGULATION FOR DOOR TO DOOR SALES AND PEDDLERS 
WHEREAS, the City of Douglass Hills has the authority under Kentucky Revised Statutes to regulate and control the solicitation 
of its residents at their home by salespersons, NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF DOUGLASS HILLS:

City of Douglass Hills Codified Ordinance 60.001 and 60.999 are hereby repealed and replaced as follows:
§ 60.001 PERMIT REQUIRED

(A) PERMIT REQUIRED. SECTION (1)

(1) No person, firm, corporation shall solicit in person payment for services or material goods or distribute printed materials within the 
city limits without first obtaining a permit issued by the City Council. No permit shall be issued unless each individual requesting the 
permit has already received a Metro Louisville permit.

(2) The fee for the permit required by the city shall be as set from time to time by the City Council by municipal order.

(3) No permit issued under this chapter shall be transferable.

(4) All permits issued under this chapter shall expire ten (10) days after the date of issuance thereof. Each person may apply for one (1) 
and only one (1) permit per calendar year. Permits are only good for daylight hours; no solicitation is allowed after dark.

(5) Non-profit, charitable and civic groups are exempt from the permit requirement, if they have received prior written confirmation 
from the city that they are indeed a non-profit, charitable, or civic group.

(6) The section does not apply to those making delivery of goods ordered by city residents.

(B) APPLICATION PROCEDURE. SECTION (2)

(4) Applicants who propose to handle foodstuffs shall also attach to their application, in addition to any attachments required under 
division (B)(3), a statement from a physician, dated not more than ten days prior to the date of application, certifying the applicant to 
be free of contagious or communicable disease.

(5) No person, business entity, corporation, partnership or other individual shall operate a motorized vehicle within the city for the 
purpose of selling any product, service, merchandise, or material from such vehicle while it is located in the streets of the city, since such 
activity is hereby deemed to constitute a health and safety hazard; unless that person first receives special authorization from the city.

(G) EXHIBITION OF IDENTIFICATION. SECTION (3)

(1) Any permit issued to an itinerant merchant under this chapter shall be posted conspicuously in or at the place named therein. In the 
event more than one (1) place within the city shall be used to conduct the business permitted, separate permits shall be issued for each place.

(2) The City Clerk/Treasurer shall issue a permit to each peddler or solicitor permitted under this chapter. The permit shall contain the 
words “Permitted Peddler” or “Permitted Solicitor”, the expiration date of the permit and the number of the permit. The permit shall be 
kept with the permittee during such time as he in engaged in the business permitted. *FOR A COMPLETE VESION OF ORDINACE

Peddling Hours/Posted Property
1. Door to Door peddling may be conducted between the hours of 9:00 a.m. to ½ hour before sundown as published in the Louisville 
Courier Journal newspaper daily or 8:00 p.m. whichever comes first.

2. No business shall be conducted on Sunday or on any local, State or National Holiday.

3. It shall be unlawful for any peddler to enter upon any private premises when the same are posted with a sign stating, “No Peddlers 
Allowed” or “No Solicitations Allowed” or other words to such effect.

Identification
A copy of the peddler permit issued by the city must be carried by each person peddling. Each peddler must also have a name tag visible 
at all times which includes their name and the name of the business for which they are peddling and contact information.

Penalty
Any person who violates any of the provisions of §§115.350 through 115.356 shall be fined not less than $100 nor more than $500 or 
imprisoned not more than 30 days, or both for each offense. Each activity in violation shall be considered a separate offense

10 tips for safe summer Barbecues:
Dos and Don’ts

every year, 7,000 americans are injured while using 
backyard barbecue grills. t’s usually a case of good products
used incorrectly.

“good Morning america” teamed up with underwriters 
laboratories, the non-profit company that puts the ul 
mark on products it has tested for safety, to highlight the 
most common mistakes and key safety tips. here are the 
top 10.

Do:
1. Keep your grill at least 10 feet away from your house. 
Farther is even better. this includes portions attached to 
your house like carports, garages and porches. grills should 
not be used underneath wooden overhangs either, as the 
fire could flare up into the structure above. this applies to 
both charcoal and gas grills.  2. Clean your grill regularly. 
if you allow grease and fat to build up on your grill, they 
provide more fuel for a fire. grease is a major source of 
flare ups.  3. Check for gas leaks. you can make sure no 
gas is leaking from your gas grill by making a solution of 
half liquid dish soap and half water and rubbing it on the 
hoses and connections. then, turn the gas on (with the 
grill lid open.) if the soap forms large bubbles, that’s a sign 
that the hoses have tiny holes or that the connections are 
not tight enough.  4. Keep decorations away from your grill. 
decorations like hanging baskets, pillows and umbrellas 
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look pretty and provide fuel for a fire. to make matters 
worse, today’s decor is mostly made of artificial fibers that 
burn fast and hot, making this tip even more important.  5. 
Keep a spray bottle of water handy. that way, if you have a 
minor flare-up you can spray it with the water to instantly 
calm it. the bonus of this tip is that water won’t harm your 
food, so dinner won’t be ruined!  6. Keep a fire extinguisher 
within a couple steps of your grill. and knoW hoW to uSe 
it. if you are unsure how to use the extinguisher, don’t 
waste time fiddling with it before calling 911. Firefighters 
say many fire deaths occur when people try to fight a fire 
themselves instead of calling for expert help and letting the 
fire department do its job.

Don’t:
7. Turn on the gas while your grill lid is closed. never do 
this. it causes gas to build up inside your grill, and when 
you do light it and open it, a fireball can explode in your 
face.  8. Leave a grill unattended. Fires double in size every 
minute. plan ahead so that all of your other food prep 
chores are done and you can focus on grilling.  9. Overload 
your grill with food. this applies especially fatty meats. the 
basic reason for this tip is that if too much fat drips on the 
flames at once, it can cause a large flare-up that could light 
nearby things on fire.  10. Use a grill indoors. people often 
think it will be safe to use a grill, especially a small one, 
indoors. not true. in addition to the fire hazard, grills 
release carbon monoxide, the deadly colorless, odorless 
gas. that gas needs to vent in fresh air or it can kill you, 
your family and pets.
